Draw a floor plan of your current classroom or facility.  Rate it for family-friendly components, organization, set-up and design according to these elements and letter codes.
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Put an L

In all of the places where families and children can see their interests

and Lives reflected

Put a D

In all of the places where families can see what their children have been Doing.

Put a C

In all of the places where families, children and staff/ teachers can sit Comfortably for meetings, discussions and conversations, etc.

Put an O

In all of the places where students as well as staff/ teachers can access materials in an Organized, fashion- knowing where everything is located in a non-cluttered manner.

Put an F

In all of the places where families and children can 

see their own work, community aspects, and friends in areas of the classroom, providing a sense of Familiarity.

Put an E

In all of the places that help families, students and staff to feel Engaged and interested as well as providing inspiration.
